Individual Team Members gather 
data of present level of performance 
through observation, interview and 
assessment within 30 school days 

Parents informed of testing results 

Multidisciplinary Evaluation team 
meets to determine eligibility for 

special education services according 
to law 

IEP date set and all members invited 
within 15 school days 

If not eligible process ends. Solution 
must reside in general education 

If eligible, then the team creates a 
one year educational intervention 

plan
